• What is the Story About? 
	The story is about an intelligent, introverted young boy who builds himself a robot friend for companionship and to overcome is anxiety. The creation of his robot friend also creates an AI capable of thought and free will, which could eventually lead to the end of humanity. 



• Who are the characters? 
	The main characters are:
· The Boy Genius
· RB-D Mk I
· The Giant Robot




• In each scene, what do they do or say? 
	Scene 1: 
· Boy genius runs away from the Giant Robot whilst RB-D fights it to defend his partner. Dialogue: Boy genius – “Oh man, oh man, oh man…”
· Boy Genius hides behind a broken wall and peeks over to see the fight 
· RB keeps fighting the Giant Robot, but it doesn’t do any damage towards it
· The Giant Robot punches RB-D 
· RB-D flies towards the Boy Genius after he was punched. Dialogue: RB – “AHHH!”
· RB-D gets up after being punched and going through a wall. Dialogue: Boy Genius – “Are you alright?”, RB – “Ughhh… that hurt”

Scene 2:
· The Giant Robot bursts through the wall finding RB and The Boy Genius
· RB prepares to fight the Giant Robot one more time Dialogue: RB – “Time for round two”, Boy genius – “Let me think for a minute!”
· RB flies towards the Giant robot, Boy Genius crouches down behind the broken wall
· RB shoots at the giant robot. Dialogue: Giant Robot – “HAHAHA!”
· Boy Genius alerts RB that he has an idea Dialogue: Boy Genius – “Oh man…! I have an Idea, wait one sec…!”, RB – “Well, hurry it up!”
· Boy Genius searches his pockets for gadgets Dialogue: Boy Genius – “Hmmm…? Let’s see now…”

Scene 3:
· Boy Genius lays out all the gadgets on the floor Dialogue: Boy Genius – “Come on…! Gotta think of something quick.” 
· Boy Genius looks left and right, frantically. 
· Boy Genius has an idea Dialogue: Boy Genius – “A ha!” 
· Boy Genius assembles the parts
· Boy Genius holds up a makeshift bomb. Dialogue: Boy Genius – “Yes! Hey RB! Got a little present for ya!”, RB – “Took you long enough”
· RB flies towards Boy Genius to grab the bomb. Dialogue: RB – “comin’ to you” 

Scene 4:
· RB grabs the bomb from the Boy Genius. Dialogue: Boy Genius – “YEAH!” 
· RB flies towards the Giant Robot
· RB Aims the bomb at the giant robot Dialogue: RB – “Hmmm…”
· The bomb was thrown and flies towards the giant robot
· The bomb sticks onto the giant robot. Dialogue: Giant Robot – “Uh oh!”
· The giant robot explodes, and RB covers his face from the explosion
 
Scene 5:
· RB turns around to face the crater, and wipes sweat from his forehead. Dialogue: RB – “Whew!”
· RB looks towards the whimpering Boy Genius in the background. Dialogue: Boy Genius – “Oh man, oh man…!” 
· RB flies over towards the scared Boy Genius to check up on him. Dialogue: *Inaudible whimpering*
· Boy Genius crouching, face down on the ground and still whimpering. Dialogue: RB – “Hey!”
· Boy Genius peeks over the broken wall to see RB alerting him. Dialogue: Boy Genius – “Is it over?” 
· RB looks at Boy Genius, to inform him that the Giant Robot is destroyed. Dialogue: RB – “It’s over”
· RB points at the crater where the giant robot exploded: Dialogue: RB – “Yep. look over there.”
· RB turns and faces at the Boy Genius while he smiles at him
· The Boy Genius points a thumbs up at RB. Dialogue: Boy Genius – “Good job!”
